General business:
A motion was put forward that we obtain public liability insurance to cover office bearers, and any member of the association for when we have activities. As the cost of insurance is expensive and as an Incorporated Association we have to have it by law, we may have to look at raising membership fees as they have not been raised since the association was formed. Moved Gary Cole seconded Kemm Baber Carried
The committee decided to appoint John Whittaker as the Chairman of the ADAA section  2010 RAASC Plaque laying Commemoration at the AWM, and authorised him to form a committee to help him. They will have authority in all matters except for the commitment of ADAA funds. The ADAA committee will have to approve any outlay of funds.  Brenda Baber advised that the item for the website was ready.
Moved Barry Gannon Seconded Gary Cole Carried.
It was then discussed that we need to check on the need to Incorporate in Queensland as we are now based there. Further we require to amend the Constitution to include the section granting Life memberships as approved at the last AGM and this to include Life Honorary Memberships. This should be carried out under advice from our Honorary Legal Adviser.
The committee then discussed the problems with Nev Varley and the trouble he is having with Veterans Affairs, he is having problems getting a lift to help him put his electric chair into his vehicle. This would better aid him in independence and mobility, it was discussed and decided that the funds we have in the Association should be used to benefit members of the association when hit by hard times, and that we look at leasing an electric host or lift whatever is suitable to help him in the short term. If Veterans Affairs will not come to the party in helping him the Committee will then consider purchasing it as a last resort. Denis McCann has undertaken to assist.

The committee then looked at changes to the points of Contact for the ADAA that Gary McGravie put forward. And after discussion it was decided to adopt Garry’s proposals with the Ops WO 176 Air dispatch as first point of contact. And the second point of contact would be the projects WO1 and training WO2 AMTDU. Keeping the OC 176 involved is a matter of courtesy and he has final say, Reason for this is that the Ops WO 176  has come up through the ranks and is more likely to keep in touch with past members of the trade who are in the ADAA. It would be the same for AMTDU as these members have also come up through the ranks and would like to see the association and past members involved.
Kem Baber then brought to the attention of the committee that we were running short of Lapel badges ,Para badges and AD Brevet badges and that we need to reorder. We need to look at the sizes of these items (Kemm Baber offered to provide a number of suggested sizes by email for consideration) and the price of these items and then make a decision on how many to purchase. Also raised was what our situation is re AD Plaques as there is a steady demand for same from members.
